7.6 Positioning settings for 3D animations
Using the positioning settings, you can convert 2D designs
into animated 3D graphics.

You will find the [Positioning settings] area under «Adobe
Illustrator 🠂 Window 🠂 Zünd Design Center 🠂 Settings».

Settings Description

(1) Axis settings [Align To Plane] Select axes for alignment of the 3D
graphic.

«Offset» [Z], [Y], [X]:
Define value in mm by which the 2D
cut shape is to be moved on the corre-
sponding axis.

«Rotation
(degrees)»

[Z], [Y], [X]:
Define angle by which the 2D cut shape is
to be rotated on the corresponding axis.

(2) Marker settings [ID] Enter the marker name that is to be
assigned.

[Type] Define the connection type of the marker:

[Absolute]: Define the base cut shape

[Relative]: Connection of markers of dif-
ferent cut shapes

[Connection]: Connection of markers of
the same cut shapes

[Relative to] Define the marker that is to be refer-
enced.

[Hide after] Enter the cut shape that is to be in front.

(3) [Apply] Save and apply the defined axis settings
and marker settings.

(4) [Position Sequencer] Open settings for the sequences of
the animation sequence. At least two
sequences must be defined.
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Settings Description

[Time] Define the time in milliseconds [ms] by
which the entered sequence is to be
reached.

Axis settings Left column [Z], [Y], [X]:
Define angle by which the 2D cut shape is
to be rotated on the corresponding axis.

Right column [Z], [Y], [X]:
Define value in [mm] by which the 2D
cut shape is to be moved on the corre-
sponding axis.

[View Sequence] View sequence setting

[Add Sequence] Add a new sequence

[Reset] Reset settings

[Close] Close the window. To view the animation
in the main window, the window must be
closed.

(5) [Lock Position Layer] Lock marker in the layer position for
editing.
